Georgia Center Wireless Network:  Getting Started

What do I need to gain access to the Wireless Network?
You will need a wireless device (laptop) with Web browser software such as Microsoft’s Internet Explorer or Netscape’s Navigator. Your wireless device must be able to display images, allowing you to see the login screen.
In technical terms, you will need a device that supports the 802.11b or 802.11g protocols and a browser that supports SSL and can display images installed on your wireless device, allowing you to see the login screen.

Where in the Georgia Center can I access the Wireless Network?
The Wireless Network covers all public areas of the Georgia Center, including boardrooms, conference rooms, auditoriums, lobbies, café and restaurant, banquet rooms and outdoor garden seating areas.

How do I log in?

As a Guest

You may log in by providing your e-mail address. Guest accounts provide access to the Internet for port 80 (primary Web browser http: communication) and port 443 (secure Web browser https: communication). Once connected, you must use your Web browser to gain access to external sites.  

For UGA Faculty, Staff and Students
You may log in using your UGA MyID account. This will provide access to all network services except Telnet, FTP (File Transfer Protocol) and Microsoft RPC (Remote Procedure Call).

What is the SSID (Service Set Identifier)?

The SSID is UGA. Most wireless networking software will automatically detect the SSID. However, if you have software that does not detect the SSID automatically, you will need this information to complete the login process. 
How do I request access that allows elevated rights to the Wireless Network?

If you registered for ISWC2006 prior to Wednesday, November 1, 2006, you already have an elevated-access account set-up for you. Your username is the email address you provided on your conference registration form. The first time you log-in, you will be automatically prompted to set a password.

If you registered for ISWC2006 after Wednesday, November 1, 2006, and need an elevated access account, go to the Business Center (room 280), ask for the elevated access to the Wireless Network, and show a valid form of identification. Identification is required for security authentication purposes as established by UGA network security guidelines. Your elevated account access will be set up and you will receive a password for this access. There is no charge for this service
